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Summary

This work deals with peculiarities of skills control for a subject «Foreign
language» at school. The work concerns the study of theoretical and practical finl
control issues in foreign language lessons.

The relevance of the problem of our research is related to the fact that the
learning process is impossible without feedback. Control is one of the main
components of the process of teaching a foreign language. Foreign language lessons
have their own specifics, and in accordance with it, various forms and types of
control are used. The choice of a particular form of control depends on the type of
speech activity that is subject to verification.

The object of the study is the control in teaching a foreign language in a
secondary school. The subject of our study are the techniques of final control in the
8th grade of secondary school.

Based on this, the purpose of the work is to develop the final control in foreign
language lessons in the 8th grade of the secondary general educational school.

The first chapter reveals the theoretical aspects of the control of foreign
language  teaching,  types,  functions, and forms of  control.
In teaching practice the following types of control are used:

- Current

- Preliminary
- Mid-term

- Final

Current control affords to check learner’s language successes in the process
of development and installation speech skills and abilities. This control should be
regularly and directed to checking captured certain kinds of educational materials.

Aim of the preliminary control contains that while checking learners’
knowledge from language and their individual abilities (mind, attention, interests to
learning language, inclination, and common development). So, this kind of control

helps to determine not only learner’s knowledge, also their individually-
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psychological qualities, which assists success in the process of Foreign Language
Learning.

Mid-term control is conducted to a finished unit. It affords to check about
effectiveness of divided program materials.

The final control directed to installation level of language knowledge that
achieved certain kinds of volume of materials as a result in certain period of time (at
the end of curriculum). The peculiarities of this kind of control concluded in the
direction of determine level of language as communicative competence. That’s why
for the final control is used special kinds of tests, which allowed learners to be
checked fully.

The main requirement for the choice of control forms is to ensure that they are
adequate to those types of speech activities that are checked. The following forms
of control are known:

a) Individual and frontal,

(Individual forms of control mean an effective way of objective control, thus through
this kind control determines each learner’s success.

Front control means that teacher fully has conversation and explanation with all
learners at the same time they should give answer one by one just sitting on their
chair)

b) Oral and written;

¢) Monolingual and bilingual (oral speech and reading aloud, as well as
sometimes clarity; translation)

Also, the main control functions are used:

- Training

- Monitoring
- Diagnostic

- Educational

- Stimulating-motivating
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The second chapter covers the control and test tasks in English language.
These tasks are targeted to test all types of speech activity (monologue and dialogic
speech, listening comprehension, reading and writing).

The following tasks are used:

- alternative selection
- matching

- multiple — choice

- rearrangement

- completion

- substitution

- transformation

- answer to the question
- paraphrasing

- translation

- close procedure

To sum up, the control in the educational process in a foreign language plays
an important role such as teaching, educating and controlling being an essential part
of this process. In the course of the research work, control and test models of the
final control were created, which form the communicative competence of students
of the English language in the 8th grade.

Based on this, it was found that the presence of various methods of control of
knowledge, skills and abilities of the teacher leads to an increase in the interest of
students, ensures their activity not only in the classroom, but also when performing
home and creative assignments.

Thus, the study proved the hypothesis that the use of various forms and types
of control in foreign language lessons increases the level of foreign language

proficiency.
