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«Kazakhstan should be recognized as a highly educated country using three languages
around the world. These are the Kazakh language - the state language, the Russian language - the
language of interethnic communication and the English language - the language of successful
integration into a global economy» - "the President said in his message. English is a global language
in modern times.

There will be a result if you
choose the right text for elementary school students and completing assignments according the text.
